II.Materials.

   1.Recording of the song “My heart will go on” by Celine Dion.

   2.Copies of close exercise “My heart will go on”.

   3.Copies of the exercise: irregular verbs in the Past Simple Tense.

   4.Copies of writing task.

   5.Cassette recorder.

   6.Photos and posters from the film “Titanic”.

III.Stages of the lesson:

   1.Warm up: Tell Ss we are going to work on a song today. Put posters and photos from the film on the         

      noticeboard. Ask Ss  Do you know this film?  What is this film about? Do you know the love theme 

      from “Titanic”?  Do you like it?  (5 min).    

   2.Play the song once and ask: Can you remember any words from this song? Elicit ideas and write on 

      the blackboard: night, fear, touch, distance, door, safe, never, forever.

      Ask Ss to put the words in the order they hear them.

      Play the song again and let Ss check in pairs.

      Elicit the correct order: night, distance, door, touch, never, fear, forever, safe.

   3.Give out the song with gaps, play the song once or twice. Ss fill in blanks while listening.

      Go through the answers with the whole class.

       Answer key to the exercise:

       1) dreams; 2)distance; 3)wherever; 4)believe; 5)touch; 6)lifetime;7)true; 8)fear; 9)forever; 10)safe

  4.Ask Ss to find the words in the song that rhyme with these words.

     Ss in pairs look for the rhymes. Check the answers with the whole class.

     Answer key to rhymes:  near/wherever;   far/are;   more/door;   go on/and on;

                                            time/lifetime;   gone/go on;   here/fear;   stay/way
     Discuss the problem of rhymes with the whole class.

  5.Ask Ss to read the sentences a-c and choose the sentence which best describes the song.

    a) She does not know what to do because he left her.

    b) She loves him very much and will love him forever.

    c) Although he left her she loves him.

  6.Ask Ss which words they do not understand. Ask them to guess the meaning from the context.

     Elicit the answers from other Ss, help them.

  7.Ask Ss to read the song once again and find sentences in tenses:

    a) Present Simple -e.g. I see you. I know you go on. You open the door.

    b) Present Perfect -e.g. You have come to show you go on.

    c) Past Simple -e.g. I loved you.  I hold you.

    d) Future Simple -e.g. My heart will go on and on. We’ll stay forever.

  8.Give out the exercise to Ss. Ask them to put the verbs in brackets in the Past Simple Tense.
